INSTRUCTIONS

Prospective performers must submit a high-quality recording (CD or cassette) that includes one
of the following works. Up to four flutists will be selected to perform a piece of their choice for
the master class.

Recording pieces:

7 2 contrasting studies from Karg-Elert’s 30 studies Op. 107
2 2 contrasting selections from Sonata by John La Montaine

Application should be postmarked by March 16th, 2009.
Flutists must provide their own accompanist (if needed). (Pianist fees are the responsibility
of the flutist).
Recordings must be unedited and will not be returned.
There must be no personal identification on the tape/CD or case.
